Disability Options Network (“DON”) oversees the local Center for Independent Living (CIL) which supports anyone with a disability living in Allegheny, Armstrong, Beaver, Butler, Lawrence, Mercer, or Westmoreland counties. Since DON brought this event back to the community in 2018, a large focus of this event is to showcase information and resources on the community services that are available to provide support to those that need it.
